Traveling through vast
wilderness stretches requires adequate time and
preparation. Weather or mechanical factors, albeit
infrequent, can result in multi-hour delays. Medical
facilities are limited. Limited communication and
transportation infrastructure inherently cause evacuation
for illness or other emergency situations to take, at the
very best, severa hours to conduct. For this reason,
travelers to this region should be of reasonable health and
physical condition.

| TOUR LENGTH I

The Arctic Ocean Adventure™ is three days in length with
two overnights. Approximately 10 to 12 hours per day are
spent touring. Please see reverse for departure and arrival
times.

| INCLUSIONS I

The tour price includes guided ground tour, air
transportation, and overnight accommodations. Other meals
are NOT included in the tour price. Meals can be purchased
at restaurants along the tour route. Tour price is based on
double occupancy at hotel accommodations. An additional
single supplemental fee applies for single occupancy
arrangements.

| ACCOMMODATIONS I

In the spirit of the remote wilderness, the overnight
accommodations consist of very basic, clean rooms that are
extremely rustic by urban standards. There are not private
bathrooms in the rooms. There are private toilet and shower
stallsin separate men's and women's facilities that are shared
among guests. Pay telephones are available.

| MEALS I

Due to transportation costs associated with bringing goods
into this remote region, expect to pay more for meals along
the tour route than in Fairbanks or Anchorage. Meadls in
Coldfoot and Prudhoe Bay are buffet-style and range from
$10 - $20 for most items.

| ARCTIC OCEAN ACCESS I

A valid picture identification, preferably a driver's license or
passport, is required to access the Arctic Ocean. At the time
of booking, guests must provide their identification number
and issuing state or province or country. Safety regulations
also require guests to have eyewear. Prescription glasses or
sunglasses are sufficient.

TOUR VEHICLES

Northern Alaska Tour Company strives to provide a
personalized travel experience. Touring is done in small
groups utilizing 10-passenger vans. Gear is stored in the
rear of the vans. In the event that more than ten guests are
booked for a single departure date, a second departure will
be added utilizing an additional 10-passenger tour van.

AIRCRAFT

|

The flight between Prudhoe Bay and Fairbanks is typically
conducted in 8-passenger or 19-passenger twin-engine
aircraft.

| SEATING I

Seating configuration in the tour vans is three guests per
bench seat, and one guest up front. Guest seating is rotated
throughout the tour. Thus, each guest is provided with a
variety of different viewing perspectives and the opportunity
to interact with others on the tour.

| RESTROOMS I

The tour van is not equipped with restroom facilities, thus
frequent rest stops are made along the tour route. The
longest time period between stops is approximately 2 1/2
hours. Outhouse facilities are the norm at rest stops.

|SMOKING I

The inside of the vehicle is maintained as a smoke-free
environment. There are opportunities to smoke outside the
tour vehicle along the tour route.

| GUIDES I

Northern Alaska Tour Company guides are highly-trained
Alaskans who are able to share their unique understanding
of Alaska with you based on their personal experiences. We
are confident that you will find the level of service provided
by your guide to be as high or higher than you have ever
before experienced.

INFORMATION

| WHAT TO WEAR/BRING I

Dress for comfort, not to impress. Wear comfortable
walking-type shoes that can get a bit soiled in the event of
rain, dress in layers, and bring a warm medium-weight
jacket. During spring (mid-May to mid-June) and fall (mid-
August to early September) bring a warm cap and gloves or
mittens.

| FLIGHT WEIGHT I

Please provide the reservationist with the individual weight
of each member of the tour party. The weight is required for
the proper balance of aircraft used for the Fairbanks-
Prudhoe air portion of the tour.

| LUGGAGE I

NOTE: It is very important to limit yourself to one hand-
carry size bag per person for your overnight bag. If needed,
Northern Alaska Tour Company can store excess baggage
and deliver it to you upon your return from the tour.
WEIGHT LIMIT: Guests are limited to 10—15 pounds per
person. Luggage over 15 pounds is subject to excess freight
charges.

| GUEST SAFETY I

Guest safety is our foremost priority. Guides are licensed to
operate commercia vehicles and are trained in first aid and
CPR. Tour vehicles are CB radio and satellite phone
equipped for ground communication.

| GRATUITIES I

Gratuities Policy: As with other service industries, tips are
not required but are used to reward guides for a job well
done. Standard tip amounts range from $50.00+ per guest
for excellent service to $0.00 per guest for poor service.
