IMPORTANT INFORMATION

| FLIGHT WEIGHT I

Please provide the reservationist with the
individual weight of each member of the tour
party. The weight is required for proper
balance of aircraft used for the flight portion
of the tour.

WEIGHT LIMIT: Baggage is limited to 5-
10 pounds per person. Guests with luggage
over 10 may be asked to leave items in
storage.

| TOUR VEHICLES I

Northern Alaska Tour Company strives to
provide a personalized touring experience.
The flight portion of the tour is typically
conducted in 9-passenger aircraft. Ground-
touring is done in small groups utilizing a 15
-passenger van.

| SMOKING I

The interiors of the tour vehicles are
maintained as smoke-free environments.
There are opportunities to smoke outside the
vehicles throughout the tour.

| WHAT TO WEAR I

Dress for comfort, not to impress. Minimal
time is spent outside on this adventure;
however, we do suggest you dress for arctic
conditions in case an emergency does take
place. Bring warm winter weight boots, winter
jacket, cap, scarf, and gloves or mittens. It is
advisable to have outer layers that provide some
measure of wind resistance. Other
recommended layers include long underwear,
warm socks, and warm pants. Wool, fleece,
pile, and synthetic fabrics are also
recommended.

RESTROOMS

Restrooms are available at the departure
terminal. Once on tour, there are restrooms
available at Coldfoot Camp approximately 2
hours after departure. There are no facilities
on the plane.

| GUIDES I

Northern Alaska Tour Company guides are
highly-trained Alaskans who are able to share
their unique understanding of Alaska with you
based on their personal experiences. We are

confident that you will find the level of

| GUEST SAFETY I

Guest safety always takes precedence over
convenience. Weather in Alaska’s Arctic can
and does affect flying conditions. Weather
conditions always dictate safe flight altitude.
At times it is necessary to fly above cloud
cover, thus reducing or even eliminating
aerial visibility. Ground tour vehicles are CB
radio equipped.

| ALTERATION I

Due to rapidly changing weather conditions
in Alaska’s Arctic, it is not unusual for flight
departure times to be delayed from 15
minutes to over an hour. Guest safety is our
foremost priority and potential delays are
simply an unavoidable aspect of flying in
Alaska’s Arctic. On rare occasions, weather
or other uncontrollable circumstances may
require alteration/cancellation of a portion or
all of the scheduled tour itinerary.

‘ GRATUITIES I

Gratuities Policy: As with other service
industries, tips are not required but are used to
reward guides for a job well done. Standard
tip amounts for this tour range from $5.00 to
$10.00+ per guest for excellent service. A
good range for pilot tips is $10.00-$20.00 per
guest.
